GETMAPPING GETS DOWN LOW FOR CROSSRAIL

Getmapping plc, the company behind the Millennium Map™, the first comprehensive aerial photographic survey of the UK, has been appointed by London Underground Limited to provide aerial photography of approximately 720 km of overground rail line and proposed rail tunnel through central London.  

The contract won by Getmapping states that the photography will: “Enable the CrossRail Project Team to design a new railway for London and the South East, relieving current congestion on present railway routes and meet the highest practicable standards of safety, performance and quality for the 21st century.”

In order to provide the high level of photographic detail required by the contract, Getmapping’s specially adapted Aero-Commander survey aircraft will fly at a lower than normal height of 1,500 ft in order to provide 1:3000 scale images suitable for photogrammetric mapping at 1:500 scale.   

James Eddy of Getmapping says: “The CrossRail contract is an immense technical challenge to Getmapping and one which we relish tackling.  To be awarded such a prestigious and demanding contact is evidence of the unique service that Getmapping can provide.”

The three month project began in August 2001.
