Through Getmapping's newest Imagexpress( Internet service, any area of England, Wales and lowland Scotland can be viewed via the website www.getmapping.com and downloaded or e-mailed as a jpeg file.

For the first time, images covering 1km x 1km on the ground are being offered and are ideal for views of larger sites.  Available for £47.95, these images are in addition to the original 1/2km x 1/2km images now at a reduced price of £24.95.

Imagexpress, the first Web service to provide aerial photography by area on-demand, has also been enhanced with new features including an advanced search facility to allow website visitors to quickly find an area through a place or street name.

The aerial photography is taken from Getmapping's ground-breaking Millennium Map(, the first ever aerial survey of the entire UK.  Aerial photographs reveal much more information about an area than a map.  The images, viewed on-screen or printed at any size in colour, greatly enhance presentations and allow more informed decisions to be made without needing to visit the site.

Anyone with a PC and Internet connection can roam and zoom into the highly detailed aerial imagery at any location countrywide.  To quickly locate an area, the enhanced search facility locates by not only by place name or street, but also postcode, motorway junction or OS grid reference.

Getmapping also offer Imagexpress Plus( for pay as you go access once an account has been set up.  This is ideal for those needing images on a more regular basis and where map-matched digital imagery is needed for incorporation into Computer Aided Design (CAD), ground modelling software, or Geographic Information Systems (GIS).

The data can be loaded directly into electronic mapping systems and geographic information systems (GIS).  The high-resolution aerial images are geo-corrected to match Ordnance Survey digital maps so features like street names and mapped boundaries can be displayed on-screen over the aerial photography background.
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
