Getmapping has introduced ‘InfoMap’ a software package for viewing aerial photography and street maps on a PC.  It is aimed at users such as Estate Agents, Property Developers and Travel Agents.  With built in street mapping and Postcode search facility, users can make the best use of aerial photography for showing properties and sites of interest from the air.

InfoMap, priced at just £100, is packaged with a comprehensive street map of the whole of Great Britain, which can be viewed at different scales, zooming in for detail and out for an overview of a particular area. Using the built in mapping it is possible to identify individual street and road names by pointing and clicking, and even overlay the street mapping onto the aerial image. The software allows distances or areas to be measured so it is easy to get accurate information quickly.

Unlike a conventional map, aerial photography makes it possible to see what is actually on the ground and provide a new perspective on properties and sites of interest. With Getmapping’s up-to-date aerial imagery, sites can be identified easily.  

Using InfoMap it is possible locate properties by Postcode. This makes it easy to centre the map and the aerial photography on a particular property or location.  Ideal for creating promotional details, Estate Agents can add their own text and graphics to annotate maps and imagery creating personalised house particulars and marketing material. 

Getmapping has photographed the whole of England, Wales and much of Scotland as part of the ambitious Millennium Map of the entire UK, the first ever complete and continuous seamless aerial photographic image of the Britain. Standard resolution means that the smallest visible objects will be approximately 25cm across.  However, in major cities including all of London, the photography has been taken at 10cm resolution, providing much greater detail. 
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
