News: PHOTOSCAPE moves nationwide after first event success     

PHOTOSCAPE 2003, the event held at the Royal Geographical Society on September 9, was a resounding success.  Over 200 visitors to the one-day event heard about Norwich Union’s advances in flood risk assessment that was also reported throughout the day on BBC television and radio news.

The event hosted the official launch of the completed NEXTMap Britain, the national 3D map created from advanced airborne radar, first developed for precision landscape mapping by the US military.  Visitors witnessed some stunning computer-generated landscape images created from Intermap terrain data combined with Getmapping aerial photography.

Show exhibitors included ESRI UK, Bentley Systems, Aligned Assets, Environmental Systems, CA Design Services, Geosense, ISSquared, McCarthy Taylor Systems, Misty Hill Terravisual, ImageLinks and Multigen Paradigm. Special presentations were provided in the afternoon session showing the use of technology for different applications.

Due to the success of this first event, regional PHOTOSCAPE events are being planned by sponsors Getmapping and Intermap. Now that 3D terrain data and aerial photography is available nationwide, at levels of accuracy not previously available, many new applications are expected to evolve and these will be shown at future events.

PHOTOSCAPE is the first-ever conference and exhibition focusing on a new generation of aerial mapping technologies. Intended to have a wide appeal, the events cover a wide range of application areas including civil engineering, insurance, government, environment, transport, building and utilities.
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
