DNI goes from strength to strength

In the past year over 50 organisations, which include, National Parks, Local Authorities and Government Departments have purchased aerial photography under Getmapping’s Digital National Imagery (DNI) licensing initiative. DNI offers an affordable licensing scheme to purchasers of aerial photography and provides access to both new and historic layers as they become available. DNI users also benefit from an annual localised re-fly program, training and membership of the independent DNI User Association. 

DNI was set up specifically to make Getmapping’s complete digital aerial photographic survey of the UK available to all users at affordable prices. Take up has been enthusiastic especially amongst organisations where DNI’s special licensing arrangements kick in. Attractive incentives and flexible licensing makes the decision to purchase much easier to justify than in the past. In Wales for example there are now no less than four government agencies using the complete national dataset and as more organisations within Wales sign up they benefit from reduced license fees courtesy of DNI’s multiple user discounts.

DNI users come from all over the UK the different organisations reflect the growing diversity of uses for aerial photography and the success which Getmapping have had since the whole of England and Wales became available. Over half the members of the DNI Users Association have taken advantage of training offered under the licensing arrangements and many have also benefited from the annual re-fly programme which ensures that member’s key areas are flown on an annual basis.

DNI users automatically become members of the DNI Users Association, which is run by and for the licensees by an elected council that liaises with Getmapping to negotiate the best possible license conditions advise on the priorities for update flying and take an active role in viewer developments and other R&D activities. The DNI User Association publishes its own newsletter three times a year.
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
